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Somewhat prophetically, I entitled my 2008 presidential ad-
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rized the work of a Long-Range Planning Task Force for future 
development of the Camp.  I also presented a Board proposal 
for replacing the old dining hall as a project needing immediate 
attention.  Following a summer of deliberations, in September 
of 2008 the Association gave overwhelming votes of support
